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It's election time in Canterberry Crossing!  Be sure to 
check the Canterberry Crossing Master Association's web site 
calendar ( www.canterberrycrossinghoa.com) for the date of 
your sub-association's annual meeting.  At this meeting home-
owners vote to elect Directors for their sub-association.  Most 
sub-associations have quarterly meetings to track homeowners 
concerns, provide community information, and discuss current 
issues being addressed by the Canterberry Crossing Master 
Board of Directors.  Attending your Sub-Association's  Annual 
Meeting is often the first step in becoming involved with your 
neighborhood and community.  The more homeowners that get 
involved as volunteers ensure Canterberry Crossing as being a 
beautiful and vital place to live! 
  
Each year at all sub-associations' annual meetings, the home-
owners also elect a "Delegate" to represent their homeowners 
votes for the Master Association.  Delegates have the most pres-
tigious, and challenging, position in our Canterberry Crossing 
community structure.  Delegates have the awesome responsibil-
ity to attend (or have their designee attend) all monthly Master 
Board of Directors Meetings, and then take back the informa-
tion to share with their sub-association . This communication 
flow also includes the Delegate representing the sub-
association to the Master Board.  This liaison position is a vital 
responsibility that provides the lines of communication 
throughout the community.  
  
The  newly-elected Delegates attend the Master Board of Direc-
tors Annual Meeting (March 25, 2010) and elect Directors for 
the vacant seats on the Master Board.  The Master Board of Di-
rectors give direction for the establishment and maintenance of 
Canterberry Crossings services and assets; and, generally gov-
ern the affairs of the Master Association.  And, as in all covenant
-controlled communities, CCMA staff enforces the covenants 
that all new homeowners agree to abide by when they purchase 
their house in our community.   
  
Each Delegate may cast as many votes as there are homeowners 
in their sub-association in order to elect the Directors.  Accord-
ing to the Association's Bylaws, it is the duty of the Delegate to 
cast the votes as to be proportionate to the homeowners inter-
ests.  The Master Board of Directors includes seven Directors 
and each Director is elected for a two-year term, so every year 
there are three or four vacancies--this year there are four va-
cancies.  
 
On Friday, March 19, 2010 candidates wishing to run as a Mas-
ter Board Director will be invited to come to the Black Bear Golf  

Club at 6 p.m. to meet fellow homeowners and Delegates.  Few 
homeowners know all of the Directors and this will be a good 
time for them to speak with the Directors as well as the candi-
dates. 
  
Please remember that homeowners are invited to all Sub-
association and Master Board of Directors Meetings.  The Mas-
ter Board also has vacancies for volunteers within the Commit-
tees, such as Communications; Recreation; Events; Ethics; and, 
Covenants, Conditions & Regulations, if you wish to volunteer 
your time and/or talents you can find the committee interest 
forms on the website as well as an explanation of a committee/
volunteer member.  Also this year, CCMA and all sub-
associations will be encouraging involvement of homeowners 
in ARC seminars for better understandings of the residential 
improvement process. 
  
Don't take part in fixing blame; be a volunteer who helps to fix 
the problem!
